Required components will include:



1)
A Personal statement (autobiographical in nature) describing life history, important influences, and future goals.  The personal statement must give an account of who the student is and who they desire to become.




2)
A complete and professional Resume of the student.




3)
A complete and professional Letter of Application of the student.




4)
A product, project, or narrative that demonstrates the Expected School-wide Learning Result of a Skilled student who solves multi-component problems, and/or demonstrates higher-level thinking skills by developing new products and ideas.  The student is also creative and produces self-motivated expressions that reflect his/her interests and/or talents, demonstrates creativity through a variety of modes, develops novel ways to solve problems through insight and intuition, and/or uses technology to create new products and ideas.



5)
A product, project, or narrative that demonstrates the Expected School-wide Learning Result of a Team Player  who acts as a reliable and effective team member in both large and small group settings, and/or completes assignments with others so as to promote mutual learning.  A team player also is dependable.



6)
A product, project, or narrative that demonstrates the Expected School-wide Learning Result of an Articulate student who expresses personal, educational, and/or vocational needs, communicates in artistic, oral, visual, and written forms to express feelings and ideas, and/or uses technology to communicate.



7)
A product, project, or narrative that demonstrates the Expected School-wide Learning Result of a Responsible student who knows and respects other’s points of view and expression, especially as it relates to cultural diversity, understands contemporary social and ethical issues, contributes time, energy and talent to improve the quality of life for others, and/or demonstrates positive and productive citizenship and is trustworthy.  Also, a responsible student demonstrates knowledge of what it means to be psychologically, physically, and emotionally healthy.



8)
A product, project, or narrative that demonstrates the Expected School-wide Learning Result of a Self-Directed student who creates a vision of success and sets goals to work toward that success, assesses his/her own learning and monitors his/her own progress, and/or shows responsibility for his/her education by finding ways to make subject matter relevant to him/her.
